The 5K Run/Walk Course:  The course route is a loop on the 
north side of Hapeville.  It begins and ends at the Tom E. 
Morris Sports Complex Ball Fields on Claire Drive in 
Hapeville. The course is flat to rolling and will be marked and 
monitored by police and/or volunteers at all intersections and 
change-of-street turns.  Miles 1 and 2 will be marked.  

DIR E C T I O NS T O T H E 5K RUN/W A L K SI T E 
Hapeville is located on the north side of Atlanta-Hartsfield-
Jackson International Airport and between I-85 on the west and 
I-75 on the east.   
H eading south on I-75 take Exit 239 ! Central Ave., turn right 
(west) onto N. Central Ave. and travel (the railroad tracks will 
be on the left) approximately 0.9 of a mile to the traffic light at 
N. Fulton Ave. in downtown Hapeville.  Turn right onto N. 
Fulton Ave., travel one block, and turn right onto King-Arnold 
St.  Travel one block to Claire Dr. (at the end of the football 
stadium) and turn left.  The Tom E. Morris Sports Complex is 
on the left on Claire Dr. Sign-in at the Concession Building at 
the Ball Fields. 
H eading north on I-75 take Exit 239 ! Central Ave. From the 
end of the off-ramp turn right (west) and cross the bridge over 
I-75 and continue as described above.  
H eading north on I-85 take Exit 73A ! Virginia Ave. East.  
From the end of the off-ramp turn right onto Virginia Ave. In 
one-half mile Virginia Ave. forks to the left. Continue on 
Virginia Ave. another one-quarter mile, cross the railroad 
tracks, and turn right onto N. Central Ave. Continue one-third 
mile to the traffic light at N. Fulton Ave. in downtown 
Hapeville. Turn left onto N. Fulton Ave., travel one block to 
Claire Dr. (at the end of the football stadium), and turn left.  
The Tom E. Morris Sports Complex is on the left on Claire Dr. 
Sign-in at the Concession Building at the Ball Fields. 
H eading south on I-85 take Exit 73 ! Virginia Ave. From the 
end of the off-ramp turn left onto Virginia Ave. and continue as 
described above.
